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Preface

Traditionally, to manually add a Mac to Apple Business Manager or Apple School Manager, you
would need to erase all content and settings on the Mac to re-run Setup Assistant and utilize Apple
Configurator for iPhone. This guide will break down the process to add the Mac to Apple Business
Manager or Apple School Manager without the need to erase the Mac.

This guide used the following:
® Mac running macOS Sonoma (various versions) with at least 50 GBs of
available storage
¢ Apple Configurator for iPhone
* Apple Business Manager Account with minimal role of Device Enrollment



Section 1: Create a Temporary Partition on your Mac.
